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The Mrs. Had found a long forgotten sack of apples in the veggie bin, so I cut them up, and along with some corn scattered them about thirty yards from the porch. I then made a little crumb trail out to my feeders.


I sat on the porch with my lemonade and .22 rifle, then about twenty five later this nice little gilt showed up along with five shoats. After I had shot the gilt, I had to shoo the shoats away from the apples so I could drag her to the gambrel.


By the time I’d got her hanging, the shoats were back munching on the apple corn treats.


In Florida feral pigs are treated as private livestock as long as they are on private property, therefore baiting is not an issue.
